The earthquake that struck Port au Prince, Haiti, 

shook from the bowels of the earth a place already 

decimated by poverty and disease.  Like many of 
you, I too cannot stop thinking of  how unimaginable 

it is that such devastation should be visited on such 

an already devastated landscape. 

 I think of this story as we prepare to enter 

the Lenten season, a story contrasting this òdietó 

with the fasting and abstinence we associate with 

making preparations for celebrating Easter.  Keep in 

mind that this story was the state of affairs in Haiti 

long before the earth quaked in the capital city. 

 òPort-Au-Prince, HaitiñIt was lunchtime in 

one of Haitiõs worst slums, and Charlene Dumas was eating mud.  With food 

prices rising, Haitiõs poorest canõt afford even afford a daily plate of rice, and 

some take desperate measures to fill their bellies.  Charlene, 16 with a one-

month-old son, has come to rely on a traditional Haitian remedy for hunger 

pangs:  cookies made of dried yellow dirt from the countryõs central plateau.  

The mud has long been used by pregnant women and children here as an antacid 

and source of calcium.  But in the oceanside slum where Charlene lives cookies 

made of dirt, salt, and vegetable shortening have become a regular meal. ôWhen 

my mother does not cook anything, I have to eat them three times a day,õ Char-

lene said. 

 Merchants truck the dirt from the central town of Hinche to the La Sa-

line market, a maze of tables of vegetables and meat swarming with flies. 

Women buy the dirt, then process it into mud cookiesé Carrying buckets of 

dirt and water up ladders to the roof where they strain out rocks and clumps on 

a sheet, and stir in shortening and salt.  Then they pat the mixture into mud 

cookies and leave them to dry under the scorching sun. 

 The finished cookies are carried in buckets to markets or sold on the 

streets.  Marie Noel sells the cookies to provide for her seven children.  Her 

family eats them. ôIõm hoping one day Iõll have enough food to eat, so I can stop 

eating these,õ she said. ô I know itõs not good for me.ó 
 And then the Quake!  We have watched videos of buildings falling and 

trapping people, of people running in the streets in clouds of dust, of bodies of 

victims shrouded and lined up in the streets and then hauled off to mass graves, I 

try and fail to understand how the Haitians absorb this latest insult to their dig-

nity as human beings, sons and daughters of God.
