THE LORD  
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Read:  Matthew 2: 2 -12 

 òWhen Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea, in the days of King Herod, 

 behold, magi from the east arrived in Jerusalem, saying, ôWhere is the new

 born king of the Jews?  We saw his star at its rising and have come to do him  

 homage.õ éThey were overjoyed at seeing the star, and on entering the 

 house they saw the child with Mary his mother.  They prostrated themselves 

 and paid him homage.ó 

 

 I would like for you to think with me upon the Magi and Herod.  The 

Magi  (Wise Men)  came from distant lands in search of the newly born Jesus.  

Their guiding light in their search for Jesus was the Star that would eventually 

guide them to Jesus. 

 We would see that the Magi were very persistent on their search and 

did not give up until they found Him.  Then, upon locating Him in a very sim-

ple dwelling with His mother Mary they offered their reverence and gifts. 

 On the other hand thereôs Herod who was greatly troubled upon hear-

ing that Jesus was born because he knew based on prophecy that this newly 

born Jesus is a threat to his kingship.
