 First, let me say that I believe being a good steward is grounded in the idea 

that God owns everything, and that God has blessed you with a portion of His 

bounty.  The size of the portion does not matter.  What matters is what you do with 

it.  Do you use it to help others? Is the money you have used to help your family ob-

tain the things that it needs (as opposed to what it wants)?  Do you carefully consider 

the items you go into debt for?  Are you making plans for the future, such as provid-

ing for your own retirement and remembering the Church in your estate planning?  

All of these questions are essential to figuring out what kind of steward you are, and 

then making a plan to put what God has given you to better use.  

 If you will make wise decisions with your money, God will help you obtain 

what you need.  And, you will receive your reward either in this life or in the next.  

 I say this as a prelude to what I see happening with church finances at Duncan 

Memorial United Methodist Church.  This month I will happily begin my tenth year in 

ministry here with you.  I am proud/pleased to say that Duncan Memorial  UMC has 

been able to meet our financial obligations and that our revenue has increased.  

However, this increase is often a result of a generous one -time gift by a single parish-

ioner or through generous memorial gifts.  

 Each year we are bringing in less in our offerings and would be unable to 

meet our budget if all  program ministry line items (the heart of the churchõs minis-

try) were spent.  We are meeting budget through decreased spending.  The smaller 

annual collections are a result of the death of approximately one hundred parishion-

ers (in the last 9 years) and the failure of members to increase their level of giving to 

what God expects.  

 I understand that our country is going through a difficult time.  My retire-

ment account has been affected as well.  I ask that all give something.  One percent 

and less is not sufficient to carry on the ministry here.  

 I am asking you (yes, mid -year) to reconsider your level of giving to your 

church.  Failure to do so will result in our inability to provide the Nurture, Outreach, 

Witness and Caring ministries which I hear you saying you want and that we need for 

our children, youth, adult and congregational care ministries.  

Each of us has been blessed by God with various gifts. We are called to de-

velop those gifts and give them back to God with increase.  Being good stewards of 

the gifts that God has given us includes using both our talents and treasure to spread 

the Good News of Jesus Christ.  

 I do pray and thank God for the generosity of many.  We would not be able 

to minister and pay salaries without your present gifts.  I also give thanks to God for 

each of you as you reconsider your level of financial gifts to this congregation of 

Christõs Holy Church.
