  It is true! ñGod raised Jesus from the dead.  However, it was a rather 

private event. God made the resurrected Jesus visible only to the disciples.  

This limited exposure is in contrast with Jesusõ public ministry, which many 

witnessed and even wrote about.  We can study and analyze the stories they 

told about Jesusõ ministry, but it is more difficult to deal with the resurrection 

itself.   

 The resurrection is accessible only to the person to whom the Risen 

One has been made manifest.  The resurrection of Jesus is unique. We must 

not confuse the resurrection of Jesus with stories about people coming back 

to life or being resuscitated.  Resurrection means transformation. The resur-

rection did not simply restore Jesus to life; it transformed him completely.  

 Now at first one might feel slighted that the resurrection was not a 

public event.  In Lukeõs accounting we find that not a single disciple was on 

the scene when it happened. In fact no one in the entire New Testament re-

cord saw Jesus in the process of being resurrected.  Yet, Acts reminds us 

òThe God of our fathers raised Jesus whom you killed by hanging him on a 

treeéGod exalted him at his right hand as Leader and Savioréand we are 

witnesses to these thingséó 

 So, how can we bear witness to the resurrection if we did not see it 

happen? 

 The true witness to the resurrection is not some bystander who saw 

Jesus come out of the tomb.  Rather it is the person who has been appre-

hended and changed by the Risen One.  We witness not to what we saw, but 

to whom we have met.  

 Certainly, this experience of meeting Jesus after the resurrection was 

the only real evidence the first believers had, but it was enough.  

 The fact remains that no Christian can demonstrate historically that 

Jesus was resurrected.  Every believer can, however, testify (bear witness) to 

the resurrection because he/she has met the living Christ and been trans-

formed by Him.  

 As His disciples, let us go into the world as witnesses to the resurrec-

tion.   

 Christ is alive!  Alleluia!
